Main: A relative clause gives extra information to a sentence, the relative clause will
not make sense on its own.

For example the sentence She lives in New York makes sense on its own, if you add a
relative clause it must use a relative pronoun to start it - who, which, that, whom

She lives in New York, which she likes.

Which she likes is the relative clause as it adds extra information, begins with a
relative pronoun and would not make sense on its own.
